1.  The Government of Nepal has received a Loan from Japan International Cooperation Agency 

towards the cost of the Melamchi Water Supply Project, Construction of Water Treatment 
Plant at Sundarijal – Loan Agreement NE - P8 dated 30th March 2001. It is intended that part 
of the proceeds of this Loan will be applied to eligible payments for which this Invitation for 
Prequalification is issued. 

 
2.  The Melamchi Water Supply Development Board (hereinafter referred to as “the Employer”) 

intends to prequalify contractors and/or firms for Contract No. WTP/01, Construction of 
Water Treatment Plant at Sundarijal, Kathmandu, Nepal. 

 
 The initial phase of the Project plans to divert water from the Melamchi River in 

Sindhupalchok District. The ultimate development of the scheme is planned in three phases, 
which is consistent with current and future water demand projections. The first phase has a 
capacity of 170 Ml/d and two subsequent phases of 170 Ml/d each will supply additional water 
from the Yangri and Larke River sources through an extended tunnel.  The resulting total 
supply capacity of 510 Ml/d will be able to meet the projected water demand up to the year 
2030 and benefit approximately 3 million inhabitants within the Kathmandu Valley. It was 
subsequently decided that the first phase of the Sundarijal water treatment plant would be 
constructed in two parts, each of 85 Ml/d capacity. The common facilities would be 
constructed in the first part with additional flocculation and sedimentation basins, sand filters, 
clear water reservoir and sludge lagoon, together with the associated pipework and ancillary 
facilities constructed in the second part. 

 
3.  It is expected that Invitation for Bids will be made in the second quarter of 2012. 
 
4.  Prequalification will be conducted through the prequalification procedures as specified in the 

Guidelines  for Procurement  under Japanese ODA Loans, March 2009, and is open to all 
bidders from eligible source countries, as defined in the guidelines. 

 

5.  Interested eligible Applicants may obtain further information from and inspect the 
Prequalification Documents at the address given below, from 10.00 to 17.00 hours Sunday 
through Thursdays (summer timing) and 10.00 to 16.00 (winter timing - 2 November 2011 to 
30 January 2012) Sunday through Thursdays and 10.00 to 15.00 Fridays.

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A General 
 
1. Scope of Application 
 
1.1 In connection with the Invitation for Prequalification indicated in Section II, Prequalification 

Data Sheets (PDS), the Employer, as defined in the PDS, issues these Prequalification 
Documents to Applicants interested in bidding for the Works described in Section VI, Scope 
of Works.  The reference identification number of the contract, if any, is provided in the PDS. 
 

2. Source of Funds 
 
2.1 The Borrower indicated in the PDS has received a Japanese ODA Loan from Japan 

International Cooperation Agency (hereinafter referred to as “JICA”), with the number, in the 
amount, and on the signed date of the Loan Agreement indicated in the PDS, towards the cost 
of the project named in the PDS.  The Borrower intends to apply a portion of the proceeds of 
the loan to eligible payments under the contract(s) resulting from the bidding for which this 
prequalification is conducted.  

 
2.2 Disbursement of a Japanese ODA Loan by JICA will be subject, in all respects, to the terms 

and conditions of the Loan Agreement, including the disbursement procedures and 
“Guidelines for Procurement under Japanese ODA Loans”.  No party other than the Borrower 
shall derive any rights from the Loan Agreement or have any claim to loan proceeds. 

 
2.3 The above Loan Agreement will cover only part of the project cost. As for the remaining 

portion, the Borrower will take appropriate measures for finance. 
 
3. Fraud and Corruption 
 
3.1 It is JICA’s policy to require that Bidders and Contractors, as well as Borrowers under 

contracts funded with Japanese ODA Loans and other Japanese ODA, observe the highest 
standard of ethics during the procurement and execution of such contracts.  In pursuance of 
this policy, JICA: 
(a) will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the Bidder recommended for 

award has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the contract in 
question; 

(b) will recognize a Bidder or Contractor as ineligible, for a period determined by JICA, 
to be awarded a contract funded with Japanese ODA Loans if it at any time determines 
that the Bidder or the Contractor has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in 
competing for, or in executing another contract funded with Japanese ODA Loans or 
other Japanese ODA. 

 
4. Eligible Applicants 
 
4.1 An Applicant may be a single entity or any combination of entities in the form of joint venture 

or association (JVA) with the formal intent, as evidenced by a letter of intent, to enter into an 
agreement or under an existing agreement. In the case of a JVA,  
(a) unless otherwise specified in the PDS, all partners shall be jointly and severally liable 

for the execution of the Contract in accordance with the Contract terms, and 
(b) the JVA shall nominate a Representative who shall have the authority to conduct all 

business for and on behalf of any and all the partners of the JVA during the 
prequalification process and, in the event the JVA is prequalified, during the bidding 
process, and in the event the JVA is awarded the Contract, during contract execution. 
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4.2 An Applicant and all partners constituting the Applicant shall be from an eligible source 
country as listed in Section V, List of Eligible Countries of Japanese ODA Loans. 

 
4.3 An Applicant shall not have a conflict of interest.  All Applicants found to have a conflict of 

interest shall be disqualified from participating in this prequalification process.  An Applicant 
may be considered to have a conflict of interest with one or more parties in this 
prequalification process if: 
(a) an Applicant has been engaged by the Employer to provide consulting services for the 

preparation related to procurement for or implementation of the project; 
(b) an Applicant is any of its associates/affiliates (inclusive of parent firms) mentioned in 

subparagraph (a) above; or 
(c) an Applicant lends, or temporarily seconds its personnel to firms or organizations 

which are engaged in consulting services for the preparation related to procurement 
for or implementation of the project, if the personnel would be involved in any 
capacity on the same project. 

 
4.4 An Applicant shall submit only one application in the same Prequalification process, either 

individually as an Applicant or as a partner of a JVA.  An Applicant who submits, or 
participates in, more than one application will cause all the applications in which the 
Applicant has participated to be disqualified.  No Applicant can be a subcontractor while 
submitting an application individually or as a partner of a JVA in the same Prequalification 
process.  A subcontractor in any application may participate in more than one application, but 
only in that capacity. 

 
4.5 An Applicant, that has been determined to be ineligible by JICA in accordance with ITA 3, 

shall not be eligible to be awarded a contract. 
 
4.6 Applicants shall provide such evidence of their continued eligibility satisfactory to the 

Employer, as the Employer shall reasonably request. 
 
5. Eligible Goods and Related Services 
 
5.1 All Goods and related services to be supplied under the Contract to be financed by JICA shall 

have their origin in any country in accordance with Section V, List of Eligible Countries of 
Japanese ODA Loans. 

 
B Contents of the Prequalification Documents 
 
6. Sections of Prequalification Documents 
 
6.1 The documents for the prequalification of Applicants (hereinafter referred to as 

“Prequalification Documents”) consist of Parts 1 and 2 which comprise all the sections 
indicated below, and should be read in conjunction with any Addendum issued in accordance 
with ITA 8.

6.2 The “Invitation for Prequalification” issued by the Employer is not part of the Prequalification 

Documents. A sample form is provided as an attachment to these Prequalification 
Documents for information only. 

 
6.3 The Employer accepts no responsibility for the completeness of the Prequalification 

Documents and its addenda unless they were obtained directly from the Employer. 
 
6.4 The Applicant is expected to examine all instructions, forms, and terms in the Prequalification 

Documents and to furnish all information or documentation required by the Prequalification 
Documents. 

 
6.5 General information on the climate, hydrology, topography, access to site, transportation and 

communications facilities, medical facilities, project layout, expected construction period, and 
other services and facilities to be provided by the Employer is furnished in Section VI, Scope 
of Works. 

 
7. Clarification of Prequalification Documents 
 
7.1 A prospective Applicant requiring any clarification of the Prequalification Documents shall 

contact the Employer in writing at the Employer’s address indicated in the PDS. The 
Employer will respond in writing to any request for clarification provided that such request is 
received no later than fourteen (14) days prior to the deadline for submission of applications. 
The Employer shall forward copies of its response to all Applicants who have acquired the 
Prequalification Document directly from the Employer including a description of the inquiry 
but without identifying its source. Should the Employer deem it necessary to amend the 
Prequalification Document as a result of a clarification, it shall do so following the procedure 
under ITA 8 and in accordance with the provisions of ITA 17.2. 

 
8. Amendment of Prequalification Documents 
 
8.1 At any time prior to the deadline for submission of applications, the Employer may amend the 

Prequalification Documents by issuing addenda. 
 
8.2 Any addendum issued shall be part of the Prequalification Documents and shall be 

communicated in writing to all who have obtained the Prequalification Documents from the 
Employer. 

 
8.3 To give prospective Applicants reasonable time to take an addendum into account in preparing 

their applications, the Employer may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission 
of applications. 

 
C Preparation of Applications 
 
9. Cost of Applications 
 
9.1 The Applicant shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its 

application.  The Employer shall in no case be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless 
of the conduct or outcome of the prequalification process. 
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10. Language of Application 
 
10.1 The application as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the prequalification 

exchanged by the Applicant and the Employer, shall be written in the language specified in the 
PDS.  Supporting documents and printed literature that are part of the application may be in 
another language, provided they are accompanied by an accurate translation of the relevant 
passages in the language specified in the PDS, in which case, for purposes of interpretation of 
the application, the translation shall govern. 

 
11. Documents Comprising the Application 
 
11.1 The application shall comprise the following:  

(a) Application Submission Form, in accordance with ITA 12; 
(b) documentary evidence establishing the Applicant’s eligibility to prequalify, in 

accordance with ITA 13; 
(c) documentary evidence establishing the Applicant’s qualifications, in accordance with 

ITA 14; and 
(d) any other document required as specified in the PDS. 

 
12. Application Submission Form 
 
12.1 The Applicant shall prepare an Application Submission Sheet using the form furnished in 

Section IV, Application Forms.  This Form must be completed without any alteration to its 
format. 

 
13. Documents Establishing the Eligibility of the Applicant 
 
13.1 To establish its eligibility in accordance with ITA 4, the Applicant shall complete the 

eligibility declarations in the Application Submission Form and Forms ELI (eligibility) 1.1 
and 1.2, included in Section IV, Application Forms. 

 
14. Documents Establishing the Qualifications of the Applicant 
 
14.1 To establish its qualifications to perform the contract(s) in accordance with Section III, 

Qualification Criteria and Requirements, the Applicant shall provide the information requested 
in the corresponding forms included in Section IV, Application Forms. 

 
15. Signing of the Application and Number of Copies 
 
15.1 The Applicant shall prepare one original of the documents comprising the application as 

described in ITA 11 and clearly mark it “ORIGINAL”.  The original of the application shall 
be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be signed by a person duly authorized to sign on 
behalf of the Applicant. 

 
15.2 The Applicant shall submit copies of the signed original application, in the number specified 

in the PDS, and clearly mark them “COPY”.  In the event of any discrepancy between the 
original and the copies, the original shall prevail. 
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D Submission of Applications 
 
16. Sealing and Identification of Applications 
 
16.1  The Applicant shall enclose the original and the copies of the application in a sealed envelope 

that shall: 
(a)  bear the name and address of the Applicant; 
(b)  be addressed to the Employer, in accordance with ITA 17.1; and 
(c)  bear the specific reference identification number of this prequalification process, if 

any, indicated in PDS 1.1. 
 

16.2 The Employer will accept no responsibility for not processing any envelope that was not 
identified as required. 

 
17. Deadline for Submission of Applications 
 
17.1 Applicants may always submit their applications by mail or by hand. Applications shall be 

received by the Employer at the address and no later than the deadline indicated in the PDS.  
A receipt will be given for all applications submitted. 

 
17.2 The Employer may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of applications by 

amending the Prequalification Documents in accordance with ITA 8, in which case all rights 
and obligations of the Employer and the Applicants subject to the previous deadline shall 
thereafter be subject to the deadline as extended. 

 
18. Late Applications 
 
18.1 The Employer reserves the right to accept or reject late applications. 
 
19. Opening of Applications 
 
19.1 The Employer shall prepare a record of the opening of applications that shall include, as a 

minimum, the name of the Applicant. A copy of the record shall be distributed to all 
Applicants. 

 
E Procedures for Evaluation of Applications 
 
20. Confidentiality 
 
20.1 Information relating to the evaluation of applications, and recommendation for 

prequalification, shall not be disclosed to Applicants or any other persons not officially 
concerned with such process until the notification of prequalification is made to all Applicants. 

 
20.2 From the deadline for submission of applications to the time of notification of the results of 

the prequalification in accordance with ITA 28, any Applicant that wishes to contact the 
Employer on any matter related to the prequalification process, may do so but only in writing. 

 
21. Clarification of Applications 
 
21.1 To assist in the evaluation of applications, the Employer may, at its discretion, ask any 

Applicant for a clarification of its application which shall be submitted within a stated 
reasonable period of time.  Any request for clarification and all clarifications shall be in 
writing. 
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21.2 If an Applicant does not provide clarifications of the information requested by the date and 

time set in the Employer’s request for clarification, its application may be rejected. 
 
22. Responsiveness of Applications 
 
22.1 The Employer may reject any application which is not responsive to the requirements of the 

Prequalification Documents. 
 
23. Subcontractors 
 
23.1 Applicants planning to subcontract any of the key activities indicated in Section III, 

Qualification Criteria and Requirements, shall specify the activity(ies) or parts of the Works to 
be subcontracted in the Application Submission Form.  Applicants shall clearly identify the 
proposed specialist subcontractor(s) in Forms ELI-1.2 and EXP (experience)-4.2(b) in Section 
IV, Application Forms.  Such proposed specialist subcontractor(s) shall meet the 
corresponding qualification requirements specified in Section III, Qualification Criteria and 
Requirements. 

 
23.2  At this time, the Employer does not intend to execute certain specific parts of the Works by 

subcontractors selected in advance by the Employer (Nominated Subcontractors) unless 
otherwise stated in the PDS. 

 
F Evaluation of Applications and Prequalification of Applicants 
 
24. Evaluation of Applications 
 
24.1 The Employer shall use the factors, methods, criteria, and requirements defined in Section III, 

Qualification Criteria and Requirements to evaluate the qualifications of the Applicants.  The 
use of other methods, criteria, or requirements shall not be permitted.  The Employer reserves 
the right to waive minor deviations in the qualification criteria if they do not materially affect 
the capability of an Applicant to perform the contract. 

 
24.2 Only the qualifications of subcontractors that have been identified in the application may be 

considered in the evaluation of an Applicant. However, the general experience and financial 
resources of subcontractors may not be added to those of the Applicant for purposes of 
prequalification of the Applicant. 

 
24.3 Unless otherwise indicated in the PDS, this prequalification shall be for a single contract. 
 
25. Employer’s Right to Accept or Reject Applications 
 
25.1 The Employer reserves the right to accept or reject any application, and to annul the 

prequalification process and reject all applications at any time, without thereby incurring any 
liability to Applicants. 

 
26. Prequalification of Applicants 
 
26.1 All Applicants, whose applications have been determined to be substantially responsive to the 

requirements of the Prequalification Documents and who have met or exceeded (“passed”) the 
specified threshold criteria, shall be prequalified by the Employer. 
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27.  Notification of Prequalification 
 
27.1 Once the Employer has completed the evaluation of the applications, it shall notify all 

Applicants in writing of the names of those Applicants who have been prequalified. 
 
28.  Invitation for Bids 
 
28.1 Promptly after the notification of the results of the prequalification, the Employer shall invite 

bids from all the Applicants that have been prequalified. 
 
28.2 Bidders may be required to provide a Bid Security acceptable to the Employer in the form and 

an amount to be specified in the Bidding Documents, and the successful Bidder shall be 
required to provide a Performance Security to be specified in the Bidding Documents. 

 
29.  Changes in Qualifications of Applicants 
 
29.1 Any change in the structure or formation of an Applicant after being prequalified in 

accordance with ITA 26 and invited to bid shall be subject to a written approval of the 
Employer prior to the deadline for submission of bids.  Any such changes shall be submitted 
to the Employer not later than fourteen (14) days after the date of the Invitation for Bids. Such 
approval shall be denied if as a consequence of the change; 
(a) the prequalified Applicant, after the change, no longer substantially meets the 

qualification criteria set forth in Section III, Qualification Criteria and Requirements; 
or 

(b) in the opinion of the Employer, a substantial reduction in competition may result.

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A Description of the Works 
 
1. Project Setting 
 
1.1 Kathmandu, the capital city of Nepal, is situated in the Kathmandu Valley, at an altitude of 

slightly more than 1300 metres above mean sea level.  The project is located some 16 km 
north east of Kathmandu. Water supply and sewerage facilities in Kathmandu and surrounding 
areas are now managed by the Kathmandu Upatyeka Khanepani Limited (KUKL) and 
Department of Water Supply and Sewerage (DWSS)/Water Users Committee (WUC).  Over 
the past several years, the rapid urbanisation of the Kathmandu Valley has resulted in sharp 
increases in water demand, which have put a severe strain on the limited surface water 
resources available in the Valley.  The consequent over-abstraction of ground water in the 
Valley by both the public and private sectors, has lowered the water table, endangering the 
local environment.  In addition to the evident health impacts, many other adverse social, 
cultural, environmental and economic impacts have now been identified as a result of the 
present critical shortage of safe water supply. 

 
1.2 Recognising the need to substantially improve the water supply situation in the Kathmandu 

Valley, the Government of Nepal commissioned studies to identify optimum solutions for the 
development of further water resources. Since there is very little potential for further 
development of either surface or groundwater sources within the Valley, the solution was to be 
found in the development of a major water supply project utilising water sources from outside 
the Valley. The Melamchi, Yangri and Larke Rivers, situated some 45 km north east of 
Kathmandu, were identified as the most feasible alternative future water sources for the Valley 
towns.  The comprehensive package of water supply improvements subsequently developed 
has been termed the Melamchi Water Supply Project (MWSP). 
 

1.3 The Project plans to divert water from the Melamchi River in Sindhupalchok District.  The 
ultimate development of the scheme is planned in three phases, which is consistent with 
current and future water demand projections. The first phase has a capacity of 170 Ml/d and 
two subsequent phases of 170 Ml/d each will supply additional water from the Yangri and 
Larke River sources through an extended tunnel.  The resulting total supply capacity of 
510 Ml/d will be able to meet the projected water demand up to the year 2030 and benefit 
approximately 3 million inhabitants within the Kathmandu Valley. It was subsequently 
decided that the first phase of the Sundarijal water treatment plant would be constructed in two 
parts, each of 85 Ml/d capacity. The common facilities would be constructed in the first part 
with additional flocculation and sedimentation basins, sand filters, clear water reservoir and 
sludge lagoon, together with the associated pipework and ancillary facilities constructed in the 
second part. 

 
1.4 The Project consists of several distinct components and the Melamchi Water Supply Project 

has been split into two sub-projects as follows: 
 
Sub-Project 1 - Melamchi River Water Diversion Sub-Project 
Project Management 
Melamchi Diversion Scheme (MDS) 
Melamchi Valley Main Access Road 
Adit Access Road 
Social Uplift Program (SUP)

Project Management (CBP Team) 
Bulk Distribution System (BDS)

1.5 All the sub-project components are ongoing except the WTP. The tunnel work under MDS is 

underway. 
 
1.6 This pre-qualification document will pre-qualify contractors only for the contract for the 

construction of the water treatment plant at Sundarijal. Pre-qualification documents for other 
components of the Melamchi Water Supply Project will occur at a different dates and 
contractors should not apply under this pre-qualification for contracts under any other 
component. 

 
2. Location and Description of Water Treatment Plant at Sundarijal 
 
2.1 The water treatment plant is to be located near Mahankal, a village on the left bank of the 

Bagmati River about 12 km northeast of Kathmandu city. A conventional treatment process is 
proposed and which includes pre-treatment, sedimentation, lime dosing, rapid sand filtration, 
and disinfection. 

 
2.2 The treatment plant site is located at an elevation of approximately 1400 m, such that the plant 

will be able to distribute treated water by gravity to existing and proposed storage reservoirs in 
the Valley. The plant will be developed in three phases, each of 170 Ml/d and the first phase 
will be constructed in two parts each of 85 Ml/d.  The second phase will be accomplished by 
duplicating the major facilities of the initial phase, and the third phase will comprise mainly 
performance enhancements and increased design loading on the facilities constructed under 
Phases 1 and 2.

3.1 The contract is funded by JICA, and comprises the construction of the works for the 85 Ml/d 

capacity water treatment plant at Sundarijal to be constructed as part of the Melamchi Water 
Supply Project for Kathmandu.  

 

3.2 The work under this Contract are shown in Figure 3.2.1 and will include, but will not be 
limited to, furnishing all labour, materials, appurtenances, tools, equipment and construction 
technology necessary for the Melamchi Water Supply Project, Contract No. WTP/01, 
Construction of Water Treatment Plant at Sundarijal (85 Ml/d) and which includes both civil 
and electrical/mechanical work to construct: 
·  connection to the pipeline laid from the end of the tunnel to near the water treatment 

plant under the Melamchi Diversion Scheme (MDS); 
·  the treatment plant to be constructed under Contract WTP/01 will have an initial

The mechanical/electrical installation 
subcontractor will have been responsible, previously, for managing and co-ordinating the 
design, procurement, installation and commissioning of equipment on comparable contacts in 
conjunction with a civil construction contractor. The mechanical/electrical installation 
subcontractor may not necessarily be the supplier of the equipment. 

 
3.4 The conditions of contract for the project will be as given in the Sample Bidding Documents 

under Japanese ODA Loans, Procurement of Works June, 2009. 
 
3.5 Payment for the work will be made in Nepalese Rupees and Japanese Yen only. A price 

adjustment formula will be applied to payments made under the contract. 
 
3.6 The tender documents will also require financial and technical data from proposed equipment 

supplier to ensure that the equipment offered is of the required standard. Major equipment 
suppliers will be required to have ISO 9001 registration and to have successfully completed 
projects outside of their home country during the last five years.
